Charter School Website — The District was able to locate the minutes from meetings of the governing board,

other required information such as the school’s board adopted budget or audited financial statements could not
be found on the website.

Maintains positive financial trends — The financial indicators appear to show the continual negative trends
seen over the previous fiscal years. Net Assets continue in a deficit. Unrestricted days of cash is roughly 15,
which is below the recommended minimum of 30 days. This may indicate that the school is not retaining
enough unrestricted cash to meet cash obligations. Debt to Asset ratio also shows a steady increase over the past
fiscal years. General Fund balance has fallen to $7,630 during FY2020. This appears due to the write off of
roughly $175,686 in accounts receivable that was deemed uncollectable. Other financial indicators provided
below show decreases as well. (Repeat Concern)

Maintain adequate fund balance — As with the note regarding positive financial trends, General Fund balance
has fallen to $7,630 during FY2020. General Fund balance compared to General Fund operating revenues is
only .11%, well below the recommended minimum of 3%. This may indicate that the school is not retaining
adequate fund balance to withstand financial emergencies. (Repeat Concern)

COVID-19 - In March 2020, the World Health Organization declared the outbreak of a coronavirus (COVID
19) a pandemic. As a result, the local and global financial markets are experiencing significant declines

and creating economic uncertainties. At this time, it is unknown precisely how this negative outlook

will impact the School’s financial statements in the future.
