This year the Florida Department of Education (FDOE) is continuing its strict policy regarding the possession of electronic devices by students during the administration of the Florida Comprehensive Assessment Test (FCAT).  Due to concerns based on security violations involving camera phones, FDOE policy states that violation will result in test invalidation.  If your child is found with an electronic device that reproduces, transmits, calculates, or records (e.g., a cell phone, camera, or MP3 player) in his or her pocket, at his or her desk, or within his or her reach during testing, the test will be invalidated.  It is strongly suggested that students leave these devices home on testing days.
