Getting Started:

Once you are logged in, there are folders for each subject. If you have work in that subject area, you will see the word assignment in orange.  Here are some helpful tips to remember:

Monitor your progress regularly and redo activities when necessary
Monitoring your Progress:
You will need to check your Odyssey grades on a regular basis. Using the backpack or student portfolio you can see the work you have completed for the day, week and month.  The report will show you the activity name and number, subject, date, score and status.  When you have finished an activity you should see a percentage under the score. If you have finished the activity, the status will show as a blue paper. If you are in the process of finishing the activity the status will show as a half blue, half white paper.  
What if I did not get a 70% or better on an activity?
After looking in your backpack or student portfolio you can see which activities you will need to complete again to improve your score. Notice how each activity will have a number next to it.  Copy this number down and type it into your activity finder which is found on the home page. 

Keeping Organized:

In order to successfully complete your course recovery assignments, you must maintain an average of 70% or higher on your course work. Record your scores on a chart (ask your teacher), or on notebook paper.
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
