INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES:
Determining audience and purpose

Read aloud a variety of topics and genres and discuss the genre, the purpose and audience of each piece.

Brainstorming

· Select a topic, generate and list ideas, then sort into categories.
· Set a time limit and have students write anything that comes to mind. After, have students look through the writing and pick out ideas or phrases that may be incorporated into the writing. 

· Brainstorm writing territories (topics students like to write about often). 
Narrow the Topic

Model taking a large idea and breaking it down into smaller topics. Example: My mom (large topic)

        Example  (narrow topic)

· Mom took care of my skinned knee.
· Mom fed me chicken soup when I was sick.
Rereading for Focus

· Reread writing to make sure details support the topic.  Add or delete information for clarity.

· Reread writing, use a highlighter to highlight any words/sentences that do not pertain to the topic, and discuss how or why it is off topic.

· Have students plan by drawing their details prior to organizing the words or phrases.  

· Have students label the details in their pictures.

· When students are planning the events of a narrative, have them close their eyes and imagine a movie in their mind of this event before they write it. Have them say it aloud or even act it out. Then, have them write the event.

· Teach students that writers can decide on a topic, envision it, and then record that meaning on the page with drawings that are representational.

	Role Play

Have students act out situations to organize the information in sequential order.  
Graphic Organizer

Teach students how to organize their thoughts by using a graphic organizer specific to the genre (Ex. story map, timeline, web, boxes and bullets).

Organizing Ideas Orally

· Expository/Persuasive - Have students orally plan and then write down their thoughts.

· Narrative - Have students hold up their hand and use their fingers to orally tell the events of their story in sequential order.

· Have students work with a partner to talk through the topic and then jot down an outline from memory.
Leads, Endings, and Transitions

· Use mentor text to identify a variety of techniques that author’s use for leads, endings, and transitions.
· Have students try-out and consistently use a variety of techniques in their writing.
· Connect ideas using a variety of transitions.

	Details 

· For narrative events, have students to make a movie in their mind before they write picturing all the details (setting, characters, actions, dialogue). 

· “Show, Not Tell” Strategy - Have the student make a two-column chart with “Tell” on one side and “Show” on the other. Have students take a sentence from the piece that tells something like: The weather was bad. Have students make a picture in their mind of what the weather was like. Then, have them write down all the things they see in that picture on the “Show” side.
· Increase Support and Details - Ask oral questions to help students think of or discover details about a topic (who? what? why? where? when? how?). Have the child add these details to their writing.

· Every time a student attempts to write a new event in a narrative, have them draw a picture of it (optional but good focus technique). 
· Every time a student attempts to write a new event in a narrative, have them draw a picture of it (optional but good focus technique). Underneath the picture, write “Action,” “Feelings,” and “Setting.” For action, have students write a sentence or two about the main action (if the story is about them, describe what they are doing). Then, describe the feelings of the important people in the scene. State their feelings and why they are feeling that way. Then, tell where and when this is taking place. Include a detail or two that tells something interesting about what led up to the situation.  The order can be changed to meet the needs of students. 
· Teach students how to add dialogue to their writing by adding speech bubbles. (Encourage students to discuss their character’s thoughts and conversations in order to display it in their writing.)

	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES:

Readability 

· Have students create their own list of high frequency words to refer to during writing.

· Explicitly teach rules for punctuation, capitalization, spelling, and grammar. 
· Have students create their own list of common mistakes to refer to during writing.  

· Teach students to put spaces between their words.

· Have students use computer software to compose and edit text.
· Have students reread the paper to proofread for different skills using different colored highlighters. For example: read through for spelling first, ending punctuation next, etc.
· Teach students to use the resources in the classroom to help with conventions such as word walls.

	Fluency and Stamina

· Have students write every day.

· Provide immediate feedback on what the student is doing well and what he/she needs to work on.

· Give short daily writing assignments.

· Have students to keep a journal to record their writing.

· Expose students to different genres of writing through read alouds.

· Teach students the parts of the writing process and how to transition smoothly to a finished product.
Motivation:

· Allow students to choose their own topics.

· Provide incentives for progress.  

· Communicate progress to parents and develop a home-based plan. 
· Allow students to share writing produced that day with other students.  Students might volunteer to read passages aloud from their compositions. Another method of sharing might be, for the students to post their work on the classroom wall or bulletin board for everyone to read and respond to. Periodically, polished student work might be displayed in a public area of the school for all to read, published in an anthology of school writings, read aloud at school assemblies, etc.
