Impact at the Elementary
Level

A Initial gains may appear in the year of retention.

A Consistent research trend shows retained
students decline within 2-3 years of retention.

A Retained students perform similarly or worse than
peer groups of promoted children.

A Significant increases in behavior problems are
noted; these are most obvious when they reach
adolescence.



Impact at the Secondary Level
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A Retained or delayed kindergarten entry students
are more likely to drop out of school.

A Probability of dropping out increases with
multiple retentions.

A Increased risks of health-compromising
behaviors are noted (i.e., cigarette use, drug
use, alcohol abuse, violence, etc.).



Social Promotion

A Is no more effective than retention
A Provides no support for student success

A Does not promote better social or cognitive
development
